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Material

White Rodω
Black Rodω
Back Stringer ω
Orange Stringerω
Twisty of your choiceω

Tools

Razorblade shaperω
Parallel Mashersω
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Step 1.

Pull a Black and orange stringer about 1mm thick.

Step 2. 

Make a round bead with the white rod on a 1/16" or 3/32" prepared mandrel.
This beads are a 1/2' wide by 3/4" long when finished.  I like to make them 
small to use in earrings, but you can make them any size you want!
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Step 3.

Make another small bead next to the one you just made.  This will need to be a 
little smaller than the first one.

Step 4.

Melt the smaller bead into the bottom bead being careful to retain the shape.
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Step 5.

Heat the little guy up and give him a squeeze with your mashers!

Step 6.

Fire polish the chill marks and use your razor to accent the line between the head and body.
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Step 7. 

Using your black stringer apply a few wraps to the top of the bead to from a Hat.  
Melt in keeping a dimple at the hole.

Step 8.

Mash lightly to flatten hat.
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The showman should look something like this.

Step 9.

Heat the face of the snowman up and stick the black stringer into one side for 
the first eye.  Wait until it cools a bit and snap off the stringer.
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
